RELEASE FORM
THIS FORM MUST BE SIGNED

I AGREE in consideration for my participation in this Sun Basin Riders Open Schooling Show (hereinafter called “Competition”) to the following:  I agree that I choose to participate voluntarily in the Competition with my horse, as a rider, driver, handler, lessee, owner, agent, coach, trainer, or as a parent or guardian of a youth exhibitor.  I am fully aware and acknowledge that horse sports and the Competition involve inherent risks of accident, loss and serious bodily injury including, but not limited to, broken bones, head injuries, trauma, pain, suffering or death (“Harm”).  I agree to release and hold harmless Sun Basin Riders, North Central Zone (NCZ), Washington State Horsemen (WSH), and the Grant County Fairgrounds from all claims for money damages or otherwise for Harm to me or my horse(s) and for any Harm caused by me or my horse(s) to others, even if the Harm resulted, directly or indirectly, from negligence of Sun Basin Riders, NCZ, WSH, or the Grant County Fairgrounds.  I agree to expressly assume all risks of Harm to me or my horse(s), including Harm resulting from the negligence of Sun Basin Riders and the Competition.  I agree to indemnify (that is, to pay any losses, damages, or costs incurred by) Sun Basin Riders and the Competition and to hold them harmless with respect to claims for Harm to me or my horse, and for claims made by others for any Harm caused by me or my horse at the Competition.

I have read the General Rules & Regulations and I understand that there is no refund on PRE-PAID scratched classes.  If I am a parent or guardian of a youth exhibitor, I consent to the child’s participation and agree to all of the above provisions and agree to assume all of the obligations of this Release on the child’s behalf.  I agree that the Grant County Fairgrounds, NCZ, WSH, Sun Basin Riders and “Competition” as used above includes all of their officials, directors, employees, agents, personnel, volunteers and affiliated organizations.

	GENERAL RULES & REGULATIONS
No refunds on PRE-PAID scratched classes.  May pay with an open check and add classes throughout day.
We reserve the right to refuse service to anyone for any reason.
* Day Fees are based on one horse/one rider combination.  Additional riders are charged the class fee.
*High point awards are based on one horse/one rider combination unless otherwise stated. 
*JUDGES AND MANAGEMENTS DECISIONS ARE FINAL
*Horses deemed to be unsafe for any reason including but not limited to kicking, biting, rearing, and/or out of control horses will be asked to leave. 
*Classes added or scratched must be done so in the office.  Failure to scratch in the office may result in your being charged for the class 
*18 & under HELMET REQUIRED in all riding classes.

*Schooling equipment is allowed
*Show clothes are not required but participants must wear boots, long pants, and long sleeves.
*Cross entry between walk/trot & canter classes is allowed

*Stallion handlers MUST be 18 years or older
*Schooling is allowed BUT you must follow the class criteria as called (walk, trot, canter, etc...) ABSOLUTELY NO STOPPING AND BACKING ON THE RAIL.

*Excessive schooling or cruelty to a horse during the show, in competition or in practice, will not be tolerated and exhibitor may be asked to leave.
*Two hands are allowed on a shanked bit when riding western.
*Equipment must match the requirements of the class; ie: no western saddles in an English class unless class is specifically open to both disciplines
*Parents must receive permission from show management for any child under the age of 10 to enter lope and/or canter classes.  NO EXCEPTIONS. 
*Equitation classes may have a pattern
*Green Horse OR Green Rider = 1st & 2nd calendar year of showing (Jan thru Dec)

*Show management has the right to cancel or combine classes
*Registration papers or proof of age of horse is required to enter Jr./Sr. Horse classes 
*POINTS: 1st = 5, 2nd = 4, 3rd = 3, 4th = 2, 5th = 1 Regardless of the number of horses in classes.  Ties to be broken with coin toss.
